Introduction

Israel, the Church and the nations are at a critical point of the history of the world. 

· The Church has forgotten her true calling, and has fallen asleep. 

· Israel and the Jewish people face major threats from without and within. 

· The nations are increasingly turning their backs on the God of Israel.  

At the same time we are witnesses to a modern miracle: the Jewish people returning to Israel. Can this be the fulfilment of biblical prophecy, and a sign of hope pointing toward the coming of the Lord Jesus Christ?

For those who have eyes to see and ears to hear, it is apparent that we are engaged in a deep spiritual battle.  

Christians for Israel believes that the Bible is the inspired Word of God, and that in the Holy Scriptures God reveals His loving purposes for all creation. The Bible teaches that God chose the nation of Israel as His instrument for the blessing of all the nations. It teaches us that although the nation of Israel has been hardened in part, God still loves His chosen people Israel. It teaches us that the Church has not replaced Israel, but that God’s covenants with the nation of Israel are everlasting, and that He will restore Israel in the last days as part of His greater plan of creation and redemption. We believe that God will fulfil all His promises to Israel in Israel, and all His promises to the Church in the Church. St. Paul calls this the “mystery” of Israel, and warns the Gentile Church to ignore it at its peril.
Our mission 
Christians for Israel exists to bring biblical understanding in the Church and among the nations concerning God's purposes for Israel, and to promote comfort of Israel through prayer and action.

Our vision

Our vision is to establish a global “Christians for Israel” network having effective national impact, for the blessing of the nation of Israel, the Jewish people, the church and the nations.

Our history and values 

History 

Christians for Israel was established in 1979 in Holland and Jerusalem under the inspired leadership of Karel van Oordt and Pee Koelewijn. We have -

· 25 years' experience as a European-based ministry, which has grown out of the rich soil of the long and deep tradition of friendship between Holland and the Jewish people

· a very deep and close bond with many people and institutions in Israel, at all levels of society

· a solid network of branches and representatives in Africa, Europe, America and Australasia

· a wide variety of educational resources and teaching materials in many languages.

Non-denominational

Christians for Israel is a non-denominational movement. We represent Christians from all traditions. We seek to be truly ecumenical: to engage the hearts and minds of all members of the one body of Christ, regardless of denomination or Church affiliation.

Spirit-led, prayer-based movement

We seek to be a Christ-centered movement. In all our acting and dealing we must walk after the Spirit and not after the flesh. 

"As it is written: 'No eye has seen, no ear has heard, no mind has conceived what God has prepared for those who love Him', but God has revealed it to us by His Spirit. The Spirit searches all things, even the deep things of God. For who among men knows the thoughts of a man except the man's spirit within him? In the same way no one knows the thoughts of God except the Spirit of God. We have not received the spirit of the world but the Spirit who is from God, that we may understand what God has freely given us …. But we have the mind of Christ" (1 Corinthians 2: 9-16)   
Bible-centred ministry

All our work and actions are inspired by the Word of God. We believe that the Bible is the infallible and inspired Word of God. In these Holy Scriptures, God reveals His creative and redemptive acts in His Son, Jesus Christ, from the beginning of the world to its completion. The Bible speaks with absolute authority, both in terms of salvation and in terms of the prophecies regarding the redemption of Israel, the Church and the nations.

Serving the Church

We strive to be a servant ministry. We seek to serve the Church, Israel and the nations in an attitude of humility, having the mind of Christ.

United in diversity 

Christians for Israel seeks to operate in a spirit of unity and brotherhood, building the body of Christ. All the different parts need each other. While pursuing our common goals we recognise and rejoice in each other’s unique giftings and callings. “In essentials unity, in non-essentials liberty, in all things charity”. 

Our ministries

BRINGING BIBLICAL UNDERSTANDING IN THE CHURCH AND THE NATIONS  

Christians for Israel International’s primary goal is to bring a new understanding amongst Christians on the following two issues:

The true identity and calling of the Church and Israel

· the unique identity and true calling of Israel, the Church and the nations in God's plan of creation and redemption, as revealed in God’s word 

The prophetic "signs of the times" pointing to the Coming of the Messiah 

· understanding God’s word in the light of the return of the Jewish nation to the land, and other current developments in the world, such as: the growth of fundamentalist Islam, increasing (Christian) anti-Semitism and anti-Zionism, the spirit of lawlessness in Church and society, and the conflict in modern Israel. 

As Gentile Christians we face many challenges if we are to understand our true identity and calling regarding Israel. Our greatest challenge is to reach the younger generation of Christians, many of whom have not inherited either an inherent love for Israel or sound teaching on the Biblical place of Israel. That means making better use of the modern media. It means confronting the unbalanced image of Israel in the media. It means listening to the legitimate concerns that young people have, and trying to provide answers in their language.     

We need to train and educate a new generation of leaders to understand God's calling in these days, to speak up for Israel, in the Church and in the public arena.

We are particularly concerned to serve Christian leaders in the developing world. These leaders often lack resources to educate and build their flocks.  

Through a range of multi-language, multi-level, multi-media educational materials and programs, Christians for Israel assists Christians to better understand God's love and purposes for Israel, the nations, the Church and the world:

· assisting immigrants to become settled in the land

· building caring communities 

· promoting Arab-Jewish humanitarian co-operation

· supporting Jewish communities in Samaria and Judea

· supporting and encouraging Arab Christians in Israel.

Christians for Israel International 

Christians for Israel International ("International"), with its head office in Nijkerk, Netherlands, functions as the umbrella for the global network. Its role is to serve and co-ordinate the ministries in the nations so that they can be more effective at the local levels. 

International is governed by a board comprising representatives of the main branches. It is thus owned by, and responsible to, the branches.

International has 3 main tasks:

· developing and making available multi-media resources that can be used and implemented by the branches, representatives and co-ordinators in accordance with their local circumstances

· co-ordinating the network of branches, representatives and co-ordinators 

· developing the network by planting, nurturing and supporting seeds in new territories (geographical and language areas)
